Shinde’s group is learnt to have
statedthatmostpartylegislators
and leadershavecometogether
and reposed faith in the Chief
Minister, is being "processed for
due details”, sources in the poll
panelsaid.
Thedevelopment cameona

day the Shinde camp received a
shot in the arm,with Lok Sabha
Speaker Om Birla recognising
RahulShewale, anMPowingal-
legiancetoShinde,astheparty’s
floor leader inthe lowerhouse.
The Election Symbols

(Reservation and Allotment)
Order, 1968 dealswith the poll
panel's power to recognise par-
tiesandallotsymbols.Whenthe
question of a split in a political
party arises outside the legisla-
ture, paragraph 15 of the
Symbols Order, 1968, states:
“WhentheCommission is satis-
fied…thattherearerivalsections
orgroupsofarecognisedpolitical

party,eachofwhomclaimstobe
thatpartytheCommissionmay,
after taking into account all the
availablefactsandcircumstances
of the case and hearing (their)
representatives…andotherper-
sonsasdesiretobeheard,decide
that one such rival section or
group or none of such rival sec-
tionsorgroupsisthatrecognised
politicalpartyandthedecisionof
theCommissionshallbebinding
on all such rival sections or
groups.”
Oneof themosthigh-profile

splits of a party came in 1964,

when a breakaway group of the
Communist Party of India (CPI)
approachedtheECinDecember
1964, urging the poll panel to
recognisethemasCPI (Marxist).
The factionprovideda list of CPI
MPs and MLAs from Andhra
Pradesh,KeralaandWestBengal
who supported the breakaway
group.
TheECrecognisedthefaction

asCPI(M)afterit foundthatvotes
secured byMPs andMLAs sup-
porting this group added up to
morethan4percent in thethree
states.

Morerecently,theSamajwadi
Partyunderwent abitter split in
2017, when Akhilesh Yadav
wrested control from father
MulayamSinghYadav.Mulayam
approached the EC and said he
continued tobe theparty presi-
dent,andthattheelectionsymbol
should remainwith his faction.
TheAkhileshcampcontestedthis
andfiledaffidavitsbyvariousparty
office-bearers,MPs,MLAsanddis-
trict presidents to claim that the
majoritylawwiththethenCM.
Eventually, afterhearingboth

sides,theECdecidedtoawardSP's
poll symbol — 'cycle' — to the
Akhilesh-ledfaction.
InthecaseofAIADMKin2017,

factions ledbyOPanneerselvam
andVKSasikalahadstakedclaim
totheAIADMK’s‘twoleaves’sym-
bol, followingwhichECfrozeit in
March2017.WhileChiefMinister
EdappadiPalaniswami’scampre-
volted against Sasikala tomerge
with theOPS faction, theunified
OPS-EPSgroupwonthesymbolin
November2017.
Last year, the EC barred fac-

tions led by Chirag Paswan and
PashupatiKumarParas fromus-
ing the name of Lok Janshakti
Party or its symbol ‘bungalow’
untilthedisputebetweentheri-
valgroupswassettledbythepoll
panel.

THE STATE prison authority on
Wednesday told the Bombay
High Court that it cannot allow
Elgaar Parishad case accused
Gautam Navlakha, who is
booked under the Unlawful

Activities (Prevention) Act
(UAPA), tomake telephone calls
fromprisonasperexistingrules.
He ispermitted tohavephysical
meetingswith lawyers and kin
or write letters to them as per
law, it said.
The state government coun-

sel informed the court that per-
sonsbookedforseriousoffences
includingterrorismchargescan-

notavailtelephoniccommunica-
tion facilities. The National
Investigation Agency (NIA),
which is probing the case, has
levelled alleged that Navlakha
and his co-accusedwere affili-
atedtoorapartofbannedterror-
istorganisationCPI (Maoist).
A division bench of Justice

NitinMJamdarandJusticeArun
R Pednekarwas hearing a plea

filed by Navlakha, seeking,
among other things, access to a
telephone at Taloja Central Jail,
wherehe is lodged.
Earlier thismonth, the court

had asked the state prison de-
partment to clarify whether
Navlakhaandotherprisonerscan
make telephone and/or video
conference calls to their family
andlawyers.

THE SAMAJWADI Party (SP) on
Wednesday criticised the erst-
whileMaharashtraVikasAghadi
(MVA)government,claimingthat
during its 31-month tenure, it
failedtoeffectivelyimplementim-
portant schemesof theminority
ministryrelatedtoeducationand
basic amenities. A constituentof
theMVA,SPhadextendeditssup-
port to the Shiv Sena-Congress-
NCPgovernment.
SPMLARaisShaikhsaid, “We

haveevaluated theperformance
ofnearly31schemesbeingrunby
thestateminoritydepartment.In
nearly 19of these schemes, less
than50percentofallocatedfunds
hasbeenutilised.”

Hesaidthatthetotalbudgetof
the Minority Development
DepartmentstandsatRs674crore
ina statewhereMuslimsconsti-
tute11.54percentof thepopula-
tion. In Karnataka,which has a
similar Muslim population at
12.92percent,theallocationtomi-
nority budgetwas almost three
timesatRs2,136crore,hesaid.He
also sought an increase in the
budgetforminoritydevelopment
schemes.“Whiletheallocationto
theminoritydepartment ispoor,
eventhemoneythatisbeingallo-
catedisnotbeingutilisedinanef-
fectiveway.Ofthetotalfundsthat
have been allocated to provide
scholarshipstominoritystudents
pursuinghigher education, only
60 percent has been utilised,”
Shaikhsaid.Hesaidthatmanystu-
dentshavebeenforcedtodropout

due topoordisbursal of scholar-
shipfunds.“TheMVAgovernment
came topowerwith the support
of the minority community.
However,theyhardlydidanything
to improve the soci-economic
conditionofminorities,including
Muslims. The schemeswerenot
promotedinthewaytheyshould
havebeen,”Shaikhsaid.
Shaikh said that the incum-

bentgovernmentneedstosetupa
dedicatedminority task force to
evaluate the implementationof
schemes forminorities. He also
saidthattheseschemesshouldbe
reviewedeveryfiveyearstoeval-
uate their effectiveness. Shaikh
alsodemanded the settingupof
aninstitutewhichwillundertake
researchandpolicyadvocacy re-
lated to issues of the minority
community.

AN UNMANNED barge was
groundedoffGuhagarbeachnear
Jaigad harbour in Ratnagiri dis-
trict. Thebargewasnot carrying
any fuelandwasbeingtowedby
TugASLOspreyfromColomboto
Djiboutiwith heavymachinery.
Amid rough sea conditions, the
towparted,themachineryfelloff
the barge, and turned it upside
downonJuly8.
TugASLOsprey reported the

likelysinkingof thebargeonJuly
10. However, the Indian Coast
Guardissuedanavigationalwarn-
ingtoall themarinersandkepta
lookoutforthesubmergedbarge.
After drifting approximately

200 nauticalmiles towards the

Indian coast, the barge finally
grounded at Guhagar beach on
July 19. TheCoastGuardhad al-
readyalertedthestateauthorities.
TugMarigold and Salvour (M/s
Brand Marine Consultant,
Mumbai)arrangedbytheowner
M/s Capitol Navigation PTE
LimitedSingaporehavebeenpo-
sitionednear the locationon re-
questfromIndianCoastGuardfor
salvageof thegroundedbarge.
TheCoastGuardhas said the

vesselwas not carrying any fuel
and therewasnodanger ofma-
rinepollution.ACoastGuardcom-
munique saidthebargewasspot-
tedonMondayat9.15amduring
ahelicoptersurveillanceandwas
expectedtobeclosetoJSWJaigarh
portsandAngrePortPrivate lim-
itedandSandeLavganportlimits
byJuly18.
